Course Description:

This course prepares students for the transition to the professional world. This course will prepare students for job interviews by helping them compile a portfolio. Students will demonstrate their conceptual, design, craftsmanship, and other skills as they assemble and refine their portfolio pieces. Working individually with an instructor, each student will select representative pieces, showcasing work that reflects a unique style. Particular emphasis is placed on identifying short- and long-term professional employment goals, as well as related strategies and resources.

Prerequisites: Accumulation of 95 credits

Materials and Supplies: Color prints, storage disks, portfolio case, design and matting supplies 

Estimated Homework Hours: 4-6 hours/week

Technology Needed: All software and hardware required to develop and refine your portfolio.

Overview:

Weeks 1-3: Identity/Business Card
The brand will be applied universally to all elements of portfolio: business card, print book, web site, DVD, packaging, etc.

Weeks 3-6: print book and web site portfolio development
Create 2 layout concepts for printed book and web site. These will be critiqued by class, whereupon one of each will be chosen and developed into the final site and/or print book.

Weeks 7-8: DVD and Leave Behind
Choose a format to create a CD/DVD. This format will be similar to web site design, yet unique and complimentary.

Weeks 8-10: Putting it all together
Put all the pieces together into one portfolio by end of quarter, or earlier. Final portfolio review conducted in week 10.
